This is a distinctively early airborne badge, with nicer details and better overall quality than the later issues.
In very fine to excellent condition. The enamel is perfect and shows a beautiful luster. One of the loops for attaching the pendant with the number of additional

jumps has a break (possibly a manufacturing flaw) but the connecting wire will stay attached to it if undisturbed. The screw post is of full length and includes an
original screw plate maker-marked "Pobeda Factory, Moscow".
